Caring for your seedling

Plant the seedling as soon as possible. If the seedling cannot be planted within a day, wrap the soil plug in plastic to retain moisture. Keep the soil moist.

Selecting the site

Most seedlings will thrive in full sun and well drained loam. Allow space for the tree to grow.
White pine, yellow birch, and maple can be planted under the shelter of mature trees.

Planting your seedling

1. Dig a hole slightly larger than the soil plug of your seedling. 

2. Place the seedling upright in the hole with the top of the soil plug level with the ground surface. 

3. Fill in the hole by carefully packing the soil around the soil plug to remove air pockets.
4. Water thoroughly.

It is very important to remove plants that compete directly with the seedling for light. 

Remember to water your seedling during any prolonged dry spells during its 1st year.
In some locations, the seedling will need to be protected from being eaten by deer or rabbits.  Placing a wire mesh cage around the seedling until it reaches 1 meter in height will help prevent this type of damage.

Storing the seedling

If the seedling cannot be planted within a few days, place the seedling in an indoor pot, at least 25 cm (10”) in diameter, with good potting soil. Make sure the pot has drainage holes. Keep the seedling in a sunny cool location away from direct heat sources (e.g. fire or heating vents) until it can be planted. Keep the root plug moist, but not wet. Water when the top of the soil feels dry.
Winter care
For trees received in late autumn or winter, place the seedling in an indoor pot until the spring and the ground is thawed.

If your seedling is outdoor, bring your seedling indoor for the winter or cover the seedling with snow.
Enjoy watching your tree grow!
